s we began our third decade of bringing queer art to Fort Worth and in celebration  
of Stonewall’s 50th anniversary, we paid tribute to our past and celebrated how far we’ve 
come. May was a busy month for QCinema with four events. At Modern Art Museum  
of Fort Worth we brought Jennifer Lietham and Andrea Meyerson to Fort Worth  

for I Stand Corrected followed by a live jazz performance from Lietham. We stepped out to 
Dallas for a free screening of Rocketman hosted by drag personality Ruby Diamond. At Scott 
Theater we laughed it up with a 
live comedy performance, Dixie 
Longate Has No Instructions.

In June we screened Breaking 
the Silence in partnership with 
Movies that Matter and Before 
Stonewall: The Making of a 
Gay and Lesbian Community 
in partnership with AARP Texas 
and Coalition for Aging LGBT.  
We wrapped up our series at the 
museum in September with Frank 
Simon’s 1968 documentary  
The Queen which cast a glistening spotlight on the cutthroat world of drag pageantry.

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Sordid Lives creator Del Shores’ one-man  
show proves once and for all that he is not  
a writer, he’s a self-proclaimed thief! Riffing  
on Pirandello’s classic title, Shores brings to life 
six one-of-a-kind characters he has met in real 
life that haven’t quite made it into one of his 
plays, films or TV shows.

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No one ever accused Suzanne of being subtle, 
not the shuttle driver who took her to the 
airport, the woman she was in line with at the 
grocery store yesterday and certainly not her 
audiences. Subtle, she is not. After 25 years 
of ground breaking, stereotype-shattering and 
brutally honest comedy, she’s not about to 
start pulling punches now. The kid from Amish 
Country who began her comedy career on a 
dare is celebrating a quarter century of out, 
open, no-holds-barred comedy.

Suzanne tells the truth. The truth is life is 
funny, especially when it’s fermented in 
Suzanne’s mind. That’s why she could never 
be in the closet, making her a trailblazer when 
she started doing stand-up in the 1990s. She 
was the first openly lesbian comedian with 

an HBO Special and the first openly lesbian 
comedian on Late Night with David Letterman. 
Heck, she was on Sally Jesse Raphael in 
1991 on a show called Breaking the Lesbian 
Stereotype…Lesbians Who Don’t Look Like 
Lesbians. From “OMG, a lesbian has long hair 
and wears make up” to “I went to Helen and 
Jane’s wedding last weekend,” that’s how far 
we’ve come in the 25 years Suzanne has been 
telling her truth to audiences all over the world. 
Some of that is certainly thanks to her candor, 
courage and charisma.

Suzanne never does the same show twice. 
She can’t. She doesn’t write anything down. 
She charges boldly onto the stage and what 
happens is always a mystery and a delight. 
Enjoy a wild night of comedy.
